;. A BILL POR AN ORDINANCE, Leveylng the Poll Tax in the Olty of HopKlns
for' the year 1017,

Be it Ordained vy the Board of Aldermen of the Clty of Hopkins as
follows,—:

All male persons between the ages of Twenty-One,and ¥ifty Years, who
have resided within the corporate iimits of the Clty of Hopkins Mo for ;
Thirty days befoOre the passage of this act are hereby requlred to work {m}
on the Streets and Alleys, of said 0lty, Two days for the Year 1¢17, or —
in lieu thereof to pay to the 8treet Ccmnmissioner of sald Clty the Bum
of Two-Dollars, and 1f sald work 1s not done at the time and place, at
and and for which Nctice is gixsn by the Street Com, sald Two-Dollars
shall immediately become due and payvable, and suit shall bve bfought for
the collection thereof, according to law and the Clty Attorney, shal be
allowed a fee Of Five Dollars for bringine such sult, which fee shallbe
taxed as costs ageainst the defendent in such sult against whom Judament
is rendered.

This Ordinance shall.te in forece and efrfect from and after 1ts passaze
and approveal.
